I had given instructions for the 

people to gather around each other and pray for 

one another, but they all began to line up in front of 

me to pray for them.  So I had Pastor Emily tell 

them I was not going to pray for them, but to go 

back to their seats and pray for each other as I had 

taught.                       

 

I had given testimony of an inmate’s back being 

healed when I prayed for him in the chaplain’s 

office several years ago.  His back literally moved 

twice and then popped into place when I laid my 

hand on his back.  So guess what most of the 

testimonies were that session?  Yep, the Lord 

healing backs!

Later that morning the pain came back in my gall 

bladder.  I was sharing with Jack what had 

happened and so we decided to pray again for 

healing.  And as Jack was praying over my gall 

bladder I saw in my mind my gall bladder having 

a hardness, but it was being scraped off by the 

Holy Spirit.  So we continued to pray.  The next 

picture I saw was two hands applying oil on it and 

then the hands rubbed my gall bladder and that 

which was callused and hard became flesh and 
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soft!  Then the pain left and never returned. Praise 

God!”

I was out of town on a ministry trip but 

since there is no distance in the spirit we did a three 

way call and prayed for him over the phone.  All 

three of us were in different states and I had just 

pulled up to a golf driving range with a pastor 

friend of mine!   

 

I just received this report from Mark, “I didn’t 

have a bright light experience or some other 

physical manifestation, just the ability to do life as 

I think a regular 40 year old guy would do starting 

the very next day and since then I’ve done things I 

typically couldn’t do.  Golf two days in a row, bike 

on the third.”  Guess what?  Mark and I are now 

friends and we haven’t personally met yet!  Praise 

the Lord Jesus Christ!
